Below is a full list of what ECF does not fund: 
 

• Supplies and materials to support client programs 
• Seed money grants for new programs 
• Foundations whose sole purpose is fund raising 
• Agency operating expenses 
• Animal welfare nonprofit organizations 
• Arts, Cultural, Civic, Education, and Environmental nonprofit organizations 
• Fundraising efforts, including thrift shops, and agency advertising 
• Capital campaigns 
• Individuals 
• Medical research 
• Debt reduction 
• Public and private schools 
• Recreational activities 
• Reimbursement for previous purchases 
• Scholarships 
• Software for administrative use only 
• Government agencies 
• Vehicles for use by agency staff 
• Warranties and equipment maintenance

Organization Eligibility 
 

• Did not receive a grant from the Portland Chapter of ECF in the previous year 
• Only Health and Human Services organizations in good financial standing with an 

Internal Revenue Service designation as a 501(c)3 charitable organization for a 
minimum of the previous two years will be eligible to apply for a grant 

• Certain types of organizations will be ineligible to apply for grants including: 
o Organizations that denigrate or advocate discrimination or violence toward any 

racial, ethnic or cultural group 
o Political organizations 
o Fraternal, sectarian, social, religious (see exception in the ECF Focus Areas 

section), or similar organizations
